e have a high degree of throttling (control valve, damper, and other system-control
devices)

How Do | Qualify?

e The We Save Business VFD rebate is available to participating MMPA member cities’
business customers in Minnesota.

e To qualify for rebate, VFDs must meet the following eligibility requirements: have a
True Power Factor of 0.90 or higher and be tied to an automated control system.

¢ Rebate applies only to new VFDs installed on HVAC fans, pumps, cooling towers,
industrial fans and process equipment. (Rebates are not offered for replacement
drives.)

¢ Rebate based upon lower of the rated VFD-controlled horsepower or the motor
horsepower.

e Rebate will be issued in the form of a check, not a utility bill credit. Please allow 6-8
weeks for the rebate check to arrive.

e Your local municipal electric utility reserves the right to inspect installations before issuing
the rebate and to perform a random verification audit of your project. If MMPA finds that
the application does not comply with MMPA rules and qualifications, any rebate amount
may be adjusted.

e Customers must apply for rebate within one year of purchasing equipment. The purchase
date is the date shown on the customer’s invoice.

e Invoice must accompany rebate application.

e Rebate requests are processed on a “first-come first-serve” basis. Annual rebate funds
are limited. Rebate programs, qualifications, and amounts are subject to change at any
time. The customer is responsible for checking with your local municipal electric utility to
determine whether the program is still in effect.
